	A. Focus of Effort

Initial efforts were directed at evaluation of KINE 300 (Biomechanics), a course that had recently been converted from lecture to lecture/lab format.  However, upon closer review of the student learning outcomes for Kinesiology, a disconnect was noted between department wide PSLOs and multiple courses in the curriculum (including KINE 300).  This is likely attributable to the addition of tenure track faculty in AY 2008 who were not involved in the original PSLO-matrix design and who redesigned multiple courses in their specific area of expertise. In light of the upcoming programmatic assessment for Kinesiology, it was decided that efforts should be directed toward the redesign of the program-wide student learning outcomes and course matrix.  
B. Assessment Activities

SLOs for similar Kinesiology programs both within and beyond the CSU were reviewed.  These changes reflect careful thought, debate, and collaboration among all tenure-track faculty.

C. Results

The new Program Student Learning Outcomes and SLO matrix are attached.

D. Significance

The redesigned of PSLOs will contribute to preparation for review of the program and will provide a clear and concise foundation for growth and development of the department.

	Immediate changes included re-writing of Kinesiology student learning outcomes and course matrix.  As previous PSLOs were numerous, the new list was designed to provide a concise, streamlined version of the department’s values.  This approach was undertaken following a thorough review of other similar Kinesiology programs, and input from all Kinesiology tenure-track faculty was utilized.  
Long term changes were also discussed.  These include reworking the learning outcomes for individual courses to align more closely with department wide PSLOs, and modifying a select few courses slightly to better reflect the priorities of the department.

	Student learning outcomes for the department have been revised as part of AY 2010-2011 assessment activities.  The next logical step is to align individual course learning outcomes with these program wide SLOs.  For academic year 2011-2012, our focus will be on our 3rd learning outcome: 
SLO 3: Demonstrate the ability to think critically through 1) the performance of health, fitness, and movement assessment, 2) the acquisition, analysis, and interpretation of data, and 3) the procurement, evaluation, and application of current research literature.



	2)    What specific assessment activities will you conduct this year in order to measure student achievement of these outcomes?

	We will evaluate individual course student learning outcomes to ensure proper alignment with our 3rd programmatic student learning outcome listed above.  Where necessary, modifications to individual courses will be recommended.  Assessment will focus primarily on the 4 upper division core courses in the Kinesiology curriculum, including:
KINE 301: Motor Control and Learning

KINE 326: Introduction to Exercise Physiology

KINE 403: Measurement and Evaluation in Kinesiology

KINE 495: Internship in Kinesiology

In addition, 4 upper division courses that are taken by a majority of Kinesiology majors will also be examined, including:

KINE 300: Biomechanics of Human Movement

KINE 305: Movement Anatomy

KINE 336: Nutrition, Health, and Human Performance

KINE 426: Exercise Physiology of Special Populations

Assessment of each course will first involve an evaluation of the course student learning outcomes and their alignment with programmatic learning outcomes, with particular emphasis on PSLO #3 (critical thinking).  This information will be taken from the most current version of the course syllabus on file, and may also involve a brief interview with the current instructor of the course.  Second, assignments, class projects, and other assessment procedures for each of the above courses will be discussed and considered for their support of the stated course learning outcomes.  The above 8 courses will be discussed over a 3-4 month period, and each discussion will involve at least 3 faculty members in the Department of Kinesiology.  In addition, each discussion will involve at least one faculty member who has recently taught the course in question. While discussions will primarily involve tenure-line faculty, adjunct faculty with specific expertise in a particular area will also be invited to participate.  Recommended changes to course related student learning outcomes and supporting course material will be made for noted discrepancies.
