Single Subject Credential Program Requirements
1. BACCALAUREATE DEGREE

A Bachelor’s degree or all undergraduate academic requirements must be satisfied before entering a teacher education program.  Students may enter the credential program as an undergraduate and use the units in the credential program as electives to obtain a Bachelor’s degree.  A Bachelor’s degree is a requirement for teacher certification.  Please note: Completion of a Bachelor’s degree requires submission of a Graduate application to enroll in Post-baccalaureate or graduate coursework.  
2. EXAMINATIONS/SUBJECT MATTER COMPETENCY
a) Basic Skills Examination -- Students must satisfy the Basic Skills requirement by passing a Basic Skills examination.  Students are urged to take this examination at the earliest possible time after deciding to pursue a teaching credential.  The Basic Skills examination must be passed prior to admission to the Single Subject credential program.  *For exam options, please see last page in brochure.*
b) SUBJECT MATTER COMPETENCY – Single Subject Credential program students must obtain certification 
to teach departmentally in a subject area.  There are two options currently available:
· State-approved examinations in a single subject content area.  Refer to Table 1 of this brochure for 

information on CSET Single Subject examinations.  The CSET examination must be passed prior to

admission to the Single Subject credential program.  Please call (760)750-4277 for further information.

· Completion of a commission-approved subject matter preparation program.  Currently, CSUSM offers 
a waiver preparation program in Mathematics.  Waiver programs in Social Science and Spanish are 
pending CCTC approval.  Please contact the College of Arts & Sciences for eligibility.

3. PRE-REQUISITES

Pre-requisites must be completed prior to beginning the program.  It is not possible to take the prerequisites concurrently with the professional education sequence courses.  

a) Education 350 – Foundations of Teaching as a Profession.  This required course serves as an orientation to careers in education.  During this course, students participate in 45 hours of supervised fieldwork assignments in public classroom settings.  If taken at Cal State San Marcos, the course must have been completed within seven (7) years prior to beginning the program.  If an equivalent course at another college or university has been taken, it must have been completed within five (5) years prior to beginning the program. 

A  Certificate of Clearance must be obtained as a requirement of this course and must be obtained before entering a K-12 classroom  see step #4.  Please apply for a Certificate of Clearance no later than the first week of enrollment in EDUC 350.  A valid Emergency Permit will be accepted in lieu of a Certificate of Clearance.  

If an equivalent course to EDUC 350 is taken at another institution, students must apply for and possess the Certificate of Clearance prior to program admission and submit the official clearance prior to beginning the program.
b) Education 364 – The Role of Cultural Diversity in Schooling.  This course must be taken prior to enrollment in the credential program.  If taken at Cal State San Marcos, the course must have been completed within seven (7) years prior to beginning the program.  If an equivalent course at another college or university has been taken, it must have been completed within five (5) years prior to beginning the program.
c) EDUC 422 – Technology Tools for Teaching and Learning.  This course must be taken prior to enrollment in the program.  Students may obtain equivalency for this course by completing a portfolio to the specifications found at http://www.csusm.edu/education/FormsPolicies/index.html .  There are prerequisite competencies required to enroll in EDUC 422.  Please refer to the last page of this brochure for more specific information.
4. CERTIFICATE OF CLEARANCE

Students must apply for a Certificate of Clearance during EDUC 350 or during the admission process and must possess the clearance prior to entering a K-12 classroom or beginning the program.  The appropriate paperwork will be provided in the EDUC 350 class and is also available at the SOE Student Services Center.  A valid Emergency Permit will be accepted in lieu of a Certificate of Clearance.

5. TUBERCULIN CLEARANCE

The tuberculin clearance must be on file in the SOE Student Services Center before beginning the program.  TB clearance is valid for four years and must remain valid throughout all Clinical Practice experiences (student teaching).  The clearance may be obtained at a private physician’s office, the County Health Department or the CSU San Marcos Student Health Center.  For an appointment at CSU San Marcos Student Health Center, call 760-750-4915.  Please note:  This is in addition to the immunization clearance required for University admission.
6. THREE LETTERS OF RECOMMENDATION

Students must submit three current letters of recommendation on official letterhead from faculty or others who are knowledgeable about the student’s personal qualities and potential.  It is highly recommended that one letter be written by a public school teacher or administrator.   
7. INTERVIEW(S), INCLUDING WRITING SAMPLE
The Interview process may include an individual interview, a group interview, and on-site submission of a writing sample from prompt.  Interviews for qualified candidates are conducted by program coordinators, faculty, and, public school teachers and administrators.  Candidates will be notified by mail or e-mail to make arrangements for the interview(s) after the application deadline.

Clear Credential Requirements:  Successful completion of the program results in issuance of a Preliminary five-year credential.  New 2042 Standards require employment as a full-time teacher and completion of an induction program to qualify for the Clear credential.

Teaching Performance Expectations:  Students must be successful in the Teaching Performance Expectations (TPEs) to progress to Clinical Practice (student teaching) and to be recommended for credential.  Please refer to the details of the TPEs in the Clinical Practice Handbook found at:  www.csusm.edu/education.

Teaching Performance Assessment (TPA):  Beginning July 1, 2008, all students entering programs that result in the issuance of a Multiple Subject Credential must pass the embedded TPA before an online recommendation of the credential may be submitted to the Commission on Teacher Credentialing by the Student Services Center.

Grading Policy:  All courses, except Clinical Practice (student teaching) are graded A, B, C, D, F.  Credit/No Credit (CR/NC) is given for Clinical Practice (student teaching).  The minimum acceptable final grade for the courses in the professional education sequence, including pre-requisite courses is C+ (2.3), but a B (3.0) average must be maintained. A student must have a cumulative grade point average (GPA) of at least 2.67 to be accepted into credential programs offered at CSU San Marcos.  If you do not have the required 2.67 GPA, conditional admission may be considered on a limited basis.

Single Subject Credential Program with

The Single Subject Credential Program is offered as a Day and Evening program and may include Weekends.  The subject areas available are:  English, Mathematics, Science, Social Science, Spanish and Physical Education.  Program applications are available from mid-January for Fall entry and are available online at www.csusm.edu/education.  Check the website for deadline dates. 
Single subject (high school) teacher education candidates enroll in a program designed to prepare them to teach students in grades nine through twelve.  Upon completion of the program, candidates receive a Preliminary Single Subject Credential.  In the day program two-semester curriculum, candidates take courses in teaching and learning in high schools, discipline and interdisciplinary specific methods, and multilingual/multicultural education.  The evening program is designed for individuals who work during the day and take evening and weekend coursework with the exception of student teaching.  Coursework is taught by a team of instructors with class sessions and assignments geared to the particular needs of high school teachers and learners.  The teaching team consists of faculty from both the School of Education and College of Arts and Sciences, and they are assisted by educators from North County high schools who share expertise and experiences and model exemplary practices for high schools.

North County public secondary schools serve as sites for field experiences.  Supervision of Clinical Practice is a shared responsibility of a University faculty advisor and an on-site liaison (a full time teacher at the school site).  Two different opportunities at different school sites constitute the field experience. Within these experiences there will be opportunities to practice teaching in a variety of subjects to diverse student populations with varying ability levels.  In addition, Clinical Practice students will be encouraged to participate in school faculty activities outside of the classroom in order to gain both experience and expertise in the organization and decision making characteristic of the high school culture. 
The CSUSM-SOE only places students in public school settings. Therefore, the state adopted core curriculum is address in clinical practice experiences. The SOE has a policy that all teacher candidates complete their field work in a public school setting to ensure that candidates receive experiences that reflect the realities of public schooling. There are no exceptions to this policy.
Another important aspect of the Single Subject Credential Program is the acquisition of and authorization to teach English Learners.  Requirements are met through the infusion of content and experience not only through the specific courses, but also during the student teaching experience in order to better serve the needs of students from diverse language and cultural backgrounds.

Successful completion of the program results in issuance of a Preliminary 5-year credential.  The new SB 2042 Standards require employment as a full-time teacher and completion of an induction program to qualify for the Clear Credential.

	Individuals only need to pass the CBEST once: CBEST passing scores remain valid indefinitely for all credential and employment purposes. To pass the CBEST, one must obtain a minimum scaled score of 41 in each of the three sections—reading, writing, and mathematics. However, a section score as low as 37 is acceptable if the total scaled score is at least 123. Any or all sections of the CBEST can be repeated as many times as necessary to obtain a passing score, but the full registration fee is charged for each test administration.
