Concurrent Special Education/Multiple Subject Credential Program Requirements
1. BACCALAUREATE DEGREE

A Bachelor’s degree or all undergraduate academic requirements must be satisfied before entering a teacher education program.  A Bachelor’s degree is a requirement for teacher certification.  
2. EXAMINATIONS/SUBJECT MATTER COMPETENCY
a) CSET Multiple Subjects Examination – All candidates must pass the California Subject Examinations for Teachers (CSET):  Multiple Subjects prior to admission to the program.  Please note:  Conditional admission may be considered on a limited basis; however, state program standards prohibit advanced Clinical Practice (student teaching) until CSET:  Multiple Subjects is passed.

Subtest I:    Reading Language and Literature; History and Social Science

b) Basic Skills Examination -- Students must satisfy the Basic Skills requirement by completing one of the options prior to admission to the Concurrent Multiple Subject and Education Specialist Credential program.  Students are urged to take this examination at the earliest possible time after deciding to pursue a teaching credential. *For exam options, please see last page in brochure.*

NOTES:

3. PRE-REQUISITES 
Pre-requisites must be completed prior to beginning the program.  It is not possible to take the prerequisites concurrently with the professional education sequence courses.  

a) Education 350 – Foundations of Teaching as a Profession.  This required course serves as an orientation to careers in education.  During this course, students participate in 45 hours of supervised fieldwork assignments in public classroom settings.  If taken at CSU San Marcos, the course must have been completed within seven (7) years prior to beginning the program.  If an equivalent course at another college or university has been taken, it must have been completed within five (5) years prior to beginning the program. A grade of “C+” or better is required.
A  Certificate of Clearance must be obtained as a requirement of this course and must be obtained before entering a K-12 classroom, see step #4.  Please apply for a Certificate of Clearance no later than the first week of enrollment in EDUC 350.  A valid Emergency Permit will be accepted in lieu of a Certificate of Clearance.  

If an equivalent course to EDUC 350 is taken at another institution, students must apply for and possess the Certificate of Clearance prior to program admission and submit the official clearance prior to beginning the program.  
b) Education 364 – The Role of Cultural Diversity in Schooling.  This course must be taken prior to enrollment in the credential program.  If taken at CSU San Marcos, the course must have been completed within seven (7) years prior to beginning the program.  If an equivalent course at another college or university has been taken, it must have been completed within five (5) years prior to beginning the program. A grade of “C+” or better is required.
c) EDUC 422 – Technology Tools for Teaching and Learning.  This course must be taken prior to enrollment in the program.  Students may obtain equivalency for this course by completing a portfolio to the specifications found at http://www.csusm.edu/education/FormsPolicies/Index.html.  There are prerequisite competencies required to enroll in EDUC 422.  Please refer to the last page of this brochure for more specific information. A grade of “C+” or better is required.
4. CERTIFICATE OF CLEARANCE

Students must apply for a Certificate of Clearance during EDUC 350 or during the admission process and must possess the clearance prior to entering a K-12 classroom or beginning the program.  The appropriate paperwork will be provided in the EDUC 350 class and is also available at the SOE Student Services Center.  A valid Emergency Permit will be accepted in lieu of a Certificate of Clearance. Expired Emergency Permits are not acceptable.
5. TUBERCULIN CLEARANCE

The tuberculin clearance must be on file in the SOE Student Services Center before beginning the program.  TB clearance is valid for four years and must remain valid throughout all Clinical Practice (student teaching) experiences.  The clearance may be obtained at a private physician’s office, the County Health Department or the CSU San Marcos Student Health Center.  For an appointment at CSU San Marcos Student Health Center, call 760-750-4915.  Please note:  This is in addition to the immunization clearance required for University admission.
6. THREE LETTERS OF RECOMMENDATION

Students must submit three current letters of recommendation on official letterhead from faculty or others who are knowledgeable about the student’s personal qualities and potential.  It is highly recommended that one letter be written by a public school teacher or administrator.  
7. INTERVIEW(S), INCLUDING WRITING SAMPLE
The interview process may include an individual interview, a group interview, and on-site submission of a writing sample from prompt.  Interviews for qualified candidates are conducted by program coordinators, faculty, and, public school teachers and administrators.  Candidates will be notified by mail or email to make arrangements for the interview(s) after the application deadline.

8. GRADES – POLICIES

a) All courses, except Clinical Practice (student teaching) are graded A, B, C, D, F.  Credit/No Credit (CR/NC) is given for Clinical Practice experiences (student teaching).  The minimum acceptable final grade for the courses in the professional education sequence including prerequisite courses is C+ (2.3), but, a B (3.0) average must be maintained.

b) A student must have a cumulative grade point average (GPA) of at least 2.67 to be accepted into credential programs offered at CSU San Marcos.  If you do not have the required 2.67 GPA, conditional admission may be considered on a limited basis. 

PROGRAM CO-REQUISITES

Co-requisites must be completed before or during the program and are required before recommendation of initial credential.

1. U.S. Constitution Requirement


Knowledge of the U.S. Constitution demonstrated by completion of a two-semester unit college-level course or a college-level examination.  Please refer to the last page of this brochure for specific information on the Constitution requirement.  If you are a CSU graduate, the Constitution requirement has been fulfilled.  
2. Health Education Requirements
· Prior to issuance of an initial credential, a health course must be completed which covers:

· Nutrition

· Physiological and sociological effects of abuse of alcohol, narcotics and drugs

· Use of tobacco
You must also have valid CPR training that covers Infant, Child and Adult.  Please refer to the last page of this brochure for specific information on the health education requirements.

RICA Exam Requirement:  The Commission on Teacher Credentialing (CTC) requires passing the Reading Instruction Competence Assessment (RCIA).  Passing one of two components of RICA, either a comprehensive examination or a performance assessment, is a requirement for the initial issuance of Multiple Subject Credential.  Candidates enrolled in the Concurrent Multiple Subject and Education Specialist credential program are also required to meet this requirement. The assessment cannot be taken until you have completed the Language and Literacy course which is part of the credential program.

Concurrent candidates receive both the Preliminary Multiple Subject and Preliminary Mild/Moderate Education Specialist Instruction credentials with the option to complete the Preliminary Moderate/Severe credential. The authorization to teach English Learners is met through infusion of content and experiences.  A bilingual authorization may be added to the Multiple Subject credential for qualified candidates (pending program approval by the Commission on Teacher Credentialing).
The Multiple Subject Credential authorizes instruction of students in self-contained classrooms in grades pre-K, K-12, and classes organized primarily for adults. 
The Preliminary Mild/Moderate Disabilities Education Specialist and Preliminary Moderate/Severe Disabilities Education Specialist credentials together encompass competencies to address the full range of student differences.  Both the Mild/Moderate and Moderate/Severe credentials authorize the provision of services to individuals in grades K through 12, and adults through age 22 with identified disabilities.  The Mild/Moderate Education Specialist credential authorizes graduates to serve students in the following federal disability categories: specific learning disabilities, mild to moderate mental retardation, serious emotional disturbance, and other health Impairments (e.g., attention deficit disorder).  The Moderate/Severe credential authorizes graduates to serve students in the federal disability categories of moderate to severe mental retardation, multiple disabilities, autism, deaf-blindness, and serious emotional disturbance.  The course offerings and sequence described in this program will enable credential candidates to receive both the Mild/Moderate and Moderate/Severe credentials.

The English Learners and Autism Spectrum Disorder authorizations are met through coursework and clinical experiences.

Minimum Internship Eligibility Requirements:

1. Certificate of Clearance or valid basic credential. An emergency or substitute teaching permit does not qualify as a basic teaching credential.

2. Bachelor’s Degree. Official transcript verifying Bachelor’s Degree required.
3. Basic Skills examination.

4. Subject Matter Competency.

5. Valid tuberculin clearance.

6. U.S. Constitution – approved course or exam.
7. Successful completion of EDUC 350, EDUC 364, EDMX 511, and EDMX 521 or equivalent courses to satisfy the CTC Internship Pre-Service Training requirements. 

8. Successful progress in the Internship Program. Continuous enrollment in Internship credential program course work is required to maintain a valid Internship credential. Failure to enroll in course work without prior consultation and approval from the Student Services Center and program coordinator may lead to cancellation of the Internship credential.

Teaching Performance Expectations (TPE) and Teacher Performance Assessments (TPA):

All candidates entering programs that result in the issuance of Multiple or Single Subject credentials must pass all TPA’s before an online recommendation for the credential can be submitted to the Commission on Teacher Credentialing (CTC) by the School of Education, Student Services Center.

Additionally, effective January 1, 2011 all candidates entering programs that result in the issuance of a Preliminary Education Specialist Instruction Credential must demonstrate satisfactory performance through coursework and verified clinical practice on the full range of Preliminary Education Specialist TPE’s and develop a written Individualized Transition Development Plan for use in the candidate’s Clear credential program. 

Clear Credentials:

Successful completion of the program results in issuance of a Preliminary five-year Multiple Subject credential. SB 2042 standards require employment as a full-time teacher and completion of a CTC approved Induction program or a Clear Credential to qualify for the Clear credential.

All teachers holding Preliminary Education Specialist Credentials must clear the credentials within five years of credential issuance by obtaining a Clear Education Specialist Instruction Credential. An essential requirement to clear the credential is the development of a written Individualized Induction Plan (IIP) of supported induction and job related advanced professional preparation approved and signed by the clear credential candidate, an employer designee, and a CTC approved clear credential program sponsor (e.g., district, BTSA program, university, county office of education). See the CTC website (www.ctc.ca.gov) for currently approved credential sponsors. The IIP must be written to clear all general and special education preliminary credentials held, may include up to 12 semester units of university coursework, and must be developed within 60 days of employment. Preliminary Education Specialist credential holders not employed in a school setting may complete the clear credential requirements if the parties signing the IIP agree to a setting and professional development activities that allow demonstration of effective teaching to clear all preliminary credentials held.

Some programs are available to clear both the Education Specialist and Multiple Subject credentials.

CSUSM does not offer a Clear program for the Preliminary Education Specialist Credential or the Multiple Subject Credential.  

Grading Policy:
All courses, except Clinical Practice (student teaching) are graded A, B, C, D, F. Credit/No Credit (CR/NC) is given for Clinical Practice (student teaching). The minimum acceptable final grade for the courses in the professional education sequence, including prerequisite courses is C+

You must pass both exams to meet the basic skills requirement.

Send a letter, via email or postal mail, to ETS including name, date of birth, high school of attendance in the 11th grade, the city in which the high school is located, and, if known, the month and year when the EAP exam was taken. There is currently no fee for a duplicate EAP score. Allow 7 to 10 business days for a response. 

Individuals will receive, via e-mail, a letter on ETS letterhead verifying passage of the exam. The letter must say that the individual has passed both the English and Mathematics sections to meet the basic skills requirement.
