
 

 

Public Safety Building  
 

The Public Safety Building will pro-
vide a 13,026 square foot admini-
stration building to house the Park-
ing and Commuter Services Admini-
stration, Parking Adjudication, Per-
mit Sales, University Police, and  the 
Emergency Operations Center.  The 
building will be located at the corner 
of La Moree and Barham Drive on 
the northeast corner of the campus. 

 

New facilities previously not available include a police armory, evidence storage, 
interview rooms, custody area, holding cells, a secure dispatch room, and locker 
rooms.  This facility will allow University Police to be an accredited law enforce-
ment agency with the Commission on Accreditation for Law Enforcement Agen-
cies, Inc. or CALEA. 

 

Sustainable design features include alternative transportation, reduced heat is-
land effect, water reduction, natural day lighting and ventilation, energy efficient

What do the campus energy bills look like? Do you watch your energy usage here at work?  The CSUSM August elec-
tricity bill was $324,105, the gas bill was $20,707, the water bill was $40,353, and the sewer bill was $4,632.  For a 
total of $389,797 for one month!
