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Athenian Trade Policy, 415-307 B.C.:  Honors and Privileges for Trade-Related Services
This doctoral dissertation argues for a greater interest and involvement of the Athenian state in trade than is held by the prevailing scholarly view and for a corresponding impact on society that was a significant factor in the transformation of Greece from the Classical to the Hellenistic periods.  The argument is based on a careful analysis of evidence, primarily inscriptions, for government decrees that granted honors and privileges to those who had performed trade-related services.
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
