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I-Clicker 2 Settings
1. Before running your first clicker session of the semester you will need to make setting adjustments. Click on the My Settings button.
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2. General Tab – Set your frequency code (AA, AC, CC, etc.). This is the code for the entire semester. Once students sync up they just turn on their clickers to start session.
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3. LMS/REG Tab: For LMS, choose Moodle. Select the Last name, First name, and Student ID for In-class registration. 
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4. Polling Tab: You have the option of having the timer count up from 0 until you stop it, or to have it count down from a specific time limit. You can always add time or stop any question live when you are running it. 
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5. Scoring Tab: This is important to set as it determines the points given for each session. You can give “Participation points” and a minimum response percentage to get those points for the entire session. You can also choose how many points students get for responding to each individual question and how many points they get for answering it correctly. 
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6. The remaining tabs are optional and you don’t have to change anything for it to integrate into your Cougar Courses effectively. When done with your last tab, select “Set for Course”. These settings will never have to be changed for the semester unless you want to alter for a specific session. Then select “Set for Session”. Your course settings will go back once that session is over. 
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
