Program. The eighteen-month project is designed to enhance the minor 
and to support the development of a major in American Indian Studies. 
Professional development workshops will begin in Spring 2016 with a goal 
to develop new courses for delivery at CSUSM as early as Fall 2016.

The California State University San Marcos 
(CSUSM) and the California Indian Culture & 
Sovereignty Center (CICSC) will lead the 
project, "American Indian Digital Media and 
Culture Project," thanks to a grant awarded by 
the W.M. Keck Founda9on. The Project has two 
overall goals: to create an interna9onal model 
for the presenta9on of tribal cultural 
knowledge through the delivery of 
interdisciplinary undergraduate media arts 
based projects; and, to provide tribal 
community members, students, and faculty the 

instruc9on, support and resources needed to create community responsive 
media projects. 

CSUSM American Indian Studies Department Chair and CICSC Director, Dr. 
Joely Proudfit stated, "By incorpora9ng na9ve ways of knowing such as 
tribal epistemology, tradi9onal tribal rela9onships, and tribal processes 
and protocols for collabora9on in course development, redesign, and 
digital media produc9on, the project will reflect tribal histories, cultures, 
languages, and traditions unique to California and the United States." 

Co-directors for the project are Dr. Joely Proudfit, Director of the CICSC and 
Kris9ne Diekman, M.F.A, Professor of Arts and Technology and Director of 
Video in the Community (VIC), both from CSUSM. Broad community 
support includes tribes, educators, and health professionals. 

The project abstract and award announcement should be available soon at 
the W.M. Keck Founda9on website. Based in Los Angeles, the W. M. Keck 
Founda9on was established in 1954 by the late W. M. Keck, founder of the 
Superior Oil Company. The W.M. Keck Founda9on was founded with the 
goal of genera9ng far-reaching benefits of humanity. The Founda9on
